Session 3: Wind of God: 
Refiner and Re-router 
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The Afghanis are Coming! 
By David Follstaedt, St. Luke Advocacy Committee 

IT IS FINALLY BEGINNING!  At this writing (mid-September) 
we have just learned that the first Afghanistan family of evacuees is arriving for settlement in Albuquerque.  
The work we have been planning, along with the pile of donations you have given, are being put into action.  
Here, I want to update you on what we know so far, and to ask for your further support as our nation and 
Albuquerque’s Lutheran Family Services (LFS) begin helping these needy families to recover from the 
disastrous collapse of Kabul. 
 
THE FAMILIES ARE BEING HOUSED and vetted at Holloman AFB 
(Alamogordo) and Ft. Bliss (El Paso).  The plan is for 400 
individuals to be settled in New Mexico, with 200 (about 40 
families) coming to Albuquerque.  Lutheran Immigration and 
Refugee Services (LIRS) was asked by the federal government to 
arrange their housing and guide their adjustment to living in New 
Mexico; LFS is a partner with LIRS and will carry this out.  A 
number of St. Luke members took an introductory webinar to 
learn to volunteer at LFS.  To meet this abruptly increased need, 
now is the time for those individuals to volunteer for the numerous 
ways that LFS uses to guide and help families learn to function 
well in our society.   
 
BUT THERE ARE MORE OPPORTUNITIES TO HELP.  Pastor Wayne is developing a core team at St. Luke to act 
as mentors so that we can directly sponsor and guide one family.  This will allow our congregation to 
become more closely acquainted with Afghanis and know the homeland and culture they once lived in, as 
well as welcome one family more warmly to life in Albuquerque.  Our congregation will be expected to 
provide some financial support for them ($6,000.), but developing our team is the immediate critical need.  
No special skills are needed for team members, only a warm, welcoming spirit and general knowledge of 
living in Albuquerque (like how to get around the city, how to pay bills, where to shop, enrolling children in 
school, etc.) 
 
THE BOOK OF JAMES (2:17) SAYS “So faith by itself, if it has no works, is dead.”  The Afghani refugees have 
thrust before us a tremendous opportunity to put our faith into practice.  The Advocacy Team has been 
following the developing needs at LFS.  Of course, we have seen the impressive pile of household goods you 
have placed in the corner of the Narthex.  For that strong beginning, we surely say “Thank You”!  We are 
now asking for your continued support of this mission, and to volunteer as you can.

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 Lead Me, Guide Me

HAVE YOU EVER READ A BOOK where a significant event coincided with your birthday?  Or one 
of the characters shared a name with a significant person in your life?  Do these coincidences make 
you feel more connected to a story or a person?  Perhaps.  Perhaps not.  For me, it triggers a connec-

tion.  Such is the case with Doris Mae Akers. She shares her name with my maternal grandmother, Doris Mae 
Bartleson Knoten.  Although their skin tone differed, they were born in the early 1920’s, three years apart, in 
neighboring states to very different, and yet, similar families.  So, I am very intrigued by Doris Akers! 
 
DORIS AKERS WAS INTRODUCED to music at a young age and taught herself to play piano.  She wrote her first 
song, Keep the Fire Burning in Me, at the age of ten.  A few years later she formed a band with her siblings and 
her career was on its way.  She became a well-recorded musician both with her own groups and in collabora-
tion with other musicians.  Later in life, she served as a Music Minister in Minnesota.  During that ministry, 
she learned she had spinal cancer and died in 1995.  She received many awards including, in 1992, being 
named "the foremost black Gospel songwriter in the United States" by the Smithsonian Institution. She was 
posthumously inducted to the Gospel Music Hall of Fame in 2001 and in 2011 Doris Akers was inducted into 
the Southern Gospel Music Hall of Fame. 
 
ONE OF DORIS’ MOST WELL-LOVED HYMNS is in the ELW, Lead Me, Guide Me (768).  It is just one of many 
wonderful Gospel-style hymns that she wrote and recorded.  I recommend taking a listen.

Dear St. Luker’s, 
 
The church leadership held an all-day planning meeting on Saturday, September 18, at the Norbertine Abbey 
on south Coors Blvd.  We split the day into two parts.  The morning centered around a discussion of two 
readings that our pastors gave us concerning declining ELCA worship attendance numbers across the nation 
and a short book on an autopsy of 14 declining churches.  Where does St. Luke fit into this general trend of 
mainline church attendance decline and how can we best address this in the context of our neighborhood, 
community, national, and global missions?  In the afternoon, we conducted a Strengths, Weaknesses, 
Opportunities, Threats (SWOT) analysis for St. Luke.  One of the principal results that came out of this 
analysis was that we need to be more deliberate in our external ministries.  How can we do better in reaching 
out to our neighborhood, the Albuquerque regional community, and broader ministries? 
 
Well, we have some ideas.  If you were in church this weekend, you heard Pastor Wayne ask for volunteers 
to help St. Luke sponsor a family of Afghani refugees who will be relocated to Albuquerque this fall.  This 
effort is being led by Lutheran Family Services and they have asked local churches to sponsor families and 
help them get re-settled.  Look for other activities that we will be sponsoring in the coming months.  Of 
course, ministries need active church members to carry them out.  We ask that you prayerfully consider 
volunteering your time and talents at St. Luke to help us better realize our Mission Statement:  “Rooted in 
God’s Word, Serving in God’s World”.   
 

St. Luke Church Council 
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Many people are using, what they believe to be, a new 
“buzz” term…..Compassion Fatigue.  Unfortunately, 
compassion fatigue is not new.   
 
Compassion fatigue is stress resulting from exposure to 
traumatized individuals or situations.  Compassion 
fatigue has been described as the convergence of 
secondary traumatic stress and cumulative burnout.  
This state of physical and mental exhaustion caused by 
a depleted ability to cope with one’s everyday 
environment.  Professionals or care givers regularly 
exposed to the traumatic experiences of the people they 
serve, such as healthcare, emergency and community 
service workers, are particularly susceptible to 
developing compassion fatigue.  Even our spiritual 
leaders have met compassion fatigue with unexpected 
and undeserved suffering under stressful situations.  
Our immediate community has been especially hard hit 
over the last 2 years with exposure to traumatized 
individuals.  COVID-19 brought the inability to 
socialize with friends and family, to worship publicly, 
send our children to school, personally care for others 
who were ill and even have funerals for those we lost 
and just continue our lives in the manner we had 
become accustomed.   During this time, we all 
became care givers.  As the pandemic continues and 
the 24-hour news cycle brings nonstop news of 
suffering from around the world, we are all at risk of 
compassion fatigue.   
 
Many apply the term compassion fatigue to the 
disengagement or lack of empathy on the part of the 
caregiver.  Compassion fatigue has been equated with 
burnout.  Many have self- identified as having 
compassion fatigue.  They describe a change in their 
practice where they want to shield themselves from the 
suffering they were experiencing.  Healthcare workers 
found themselves at the bedsides of dying individuals 
they had never met before.  They were using FaceTime 
to connect patients with family members who were not 
allowed in the room to say goodbye.  Not one last hug 
or kiss on the cheek.   
 
This fatigue comes from helping others – you want to 
keep helping, but you are overwhelmed from being 
exposed to the trauma of others.  Compassion fatigue is 

a process.  “It takes time to develop.  It keeps building 
slowly, to a point where you start to not care about 
yourself or others in your life.  You end up overusing 
your compassion skills and reserves, so you no longer 
have much to provide.” (Yazhini Srivathsal, MD; 
Banner Behavioral Health Hospital) 
 
The sooner you notice the signs of compassion fatigue, 
the sooner you can care for yourself and replenish your 
stores of empathy.  Watch for: 

 Feeling exhausted physically and 
psychologically. 

 Feeling helpless, hopeless or powerless. 
 Feeling irritable, angry, sad or numb. 
 A sense of being detached or having decreased 

pleasure in activities. 
 Ruminating about the suffering of others and 

feeling anger towards the events or people 
causing the suffering. 

 Blaming yourself and having thoughts of not 
having done enough to help the people who are 
suffering. 

 A decreased sense of personal and professional 
accomplishment. 

 A change in your worldview or spirituality. 
 Physical symptoms, including sleep and appetite 

disturbances, nausea and dizziness. 
 
You make a difference very day when you: 

 Touch the hand of someone who is afraid. 
 Sit in silence with someone and just share your 

presence. 
 Delivery compassion and empathy in the face of 

the unknown. 
 Keep your composure in front of others. 
 Exhibit a keen ability to bounce back rather than 

feeling down – Resilience. 
 Show your ability to pivot and decisively recover 

when you realize that constant change is 
inevitable. 

 Let compassion be more powerful than COVID 
ever could be. 

 Show up every day ready to tackle with grace 
whatever comes your way.

Dear Caregiver, 
Over the past year we have asked so much of you. 
And you have responded magnificently. 
We know that you might be physically exhausted. 
That you might be emotionally overwhelmed and spiritually 
drained. 
But we have miles to go before we reach the light at the end of this 
tunnel. 
We will need to ask even more of you in the years to come.

September 2021 
 
Dear friends and companions in our global church, God’s grace and peace to you as I greet you from the campus of the 
United Theological College of the West Indies in Kingston, Jamaica. I want to share with you how my first month here 
has gone, from the days of quarantine to the start of the semester. Every bit of it has felt the strong impact of COVID-19. 
 
Canon Minott, the Deputy President of UTCWI, kindly picked me up 
from the airport at night, after the nightly curfew had begun, and whisked 
me back to my house on the campus, where I spent my first eight days in 
quarantine. Since I did not yet have internet or phone service, I spent a 
lot of that time looking out on my surroundings and wondering what it 
would be like out there. In the photo above, you see the view from my 
balcony overlooking the student cottages, with the Dallas Mountains in 
the background and a glorious poinciana tree with orange colored 
blossoms in the foreground. 
 

Eight days is a long time to spend 
alone in a new place, so I was 
grateful to have a houseguest on the first day. I had left the side door open for the 
sunshine and the breeze and a curious mongoose popped into the living room until it 
saw me there and fled. Other people consider the mongooses pests, but I like to 
watch them play in the yard. They are as common here as squirrels are in the U.S.  
 
The other wonderful gift of my back yard is the avocado 
tree. One day I heard a “plop” and looked out and there on 
the ground was a large, ripe green avocado just waiting for 
me to pick it up. So I have been feasting on avocados, 
which are called “pears” here. The one in the photo is just 

getting ready to drop for me. 
 
After eight days, I was finally released, but just in time for a three-week series of “no 
movement days” from Sunday to Tuesday each week. It meant that businesses and 
government offices were closed half the week and it was difficult to get things done. My biggest 
challenge at that time was getting a “tax registration number” without which no business can 
get done. Since the tax office was open only from Wednesday to Friday, the lines were 
significant, but after many hours of waiting, I did get the TRN, which enabled me to get 
internet and phone service. Hooray! – and just in time for classes to begin.

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With COVID raging in Jamaica and only 17% of the population vaccinated 
by the first week of September, classes began online. Since then, my classes have moved to a blended format, with 
vaccinated students welcome to join me in the classroom. Some have taken me up on that offer, since it is often 
difficult for them to gain access to the internet. Class sizes are unusually small this year, which is worrisome for the 
seminary as an institution, but a boon to me as a first-year teacher here. I am teaching two courses, one on the 
history of the early church and one on the Reformation. 
 
In addition to teaching courses for the general student body, I also have responsibility as the “Lutheran warden” 
for our one Lutheran student, Rafael van Ommeren, from Suriname. This year we are studying the fundamental 
Lutheran confessions in the Book of Concord together. Some of our classes are studying the fundamental Lutheran 
confessions in the Book of Concord together. Some of our class sessions are open to guests, so here is your 
invitation.
